Participation in tendering is open on equal terms to natural and legal persons
(participating either individually or in a grouping consortium) of tenderers which are
established in one of the Member States of the European Union, ACP States or in a
country or territory authorised by the ACP-EC Partnership Agreement under which the
contract is financed (see also item 22 below). Participation is also open to international
organisations. All goods supplies under this contract must originate in these countries.

9. Grounds for exclusion

If the
selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will
be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has
submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

¢ the tenderer has worked successfully on at least three projects with a budget of
at least 50.000 EUR in rural electrification which was/were implemented at any
moment during the last 3 (three) years.

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the
capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with
them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting
Authority are when the tender rely in majority on the capacities of other entities or
when they rely on key criteria.
